Power Tools and Machine Safety Information Sheet

TABLE SAW SAFETY:
1.  Eye Protection must be worn when ever working around any of the woodshop equipment which has a moving blade or cutter.

2.   Adjustments to the Table Saw must be made only when the blade is at a _Dead Stop_.

3. Disconnect the Power before changing blades.

4.  Keep your fingers clear of the:


     a. Rip Fence
    b. Miter Gauge    c. Track of the Saw Blade    d.  Clean-out Knob

11.  Crosscutting on the Table Saw can only be done when the Miter Gauge is between the Fence        and the Blade.

12. When Ripping on the Table Saw the Push Stick is used so that your fingers are no closer than 4” from the Blade.

13. The Blade on the Table Saw should be no higher than 1/8 of an inch above the thickness of the wood being cut.

14. When Ripping wood on the Table Saw be sure the wood being cut clears the Turning Blade before being released.

15. Never reach over the Turning Blade of the Table Saw to pick up a piece of wood after the cut          has been made. 

16. When Ripping your wood on the Table Saw do not clear the Wood Scraps , cut from the board until the blade comes to a complete stop to avoid causing a kick back.

17. If you are unsure of any aspect of the operation of the table saw you should Ask the Teacher for Help.

18. Always use the Rip Fence when cutting stock on the Table Saw.

19. Never cut Round or Cylindrical Stock on the Table Saw.

20. After using the Table Saw, turnoff the Power and lower the Blade below the tabletop.

21. The preferred method of cutting on the Table Saw is the Two-person method as demonstrated in class.

22. Stand to the Left of the Saw Blade in the Operators Triangle, never stand directly behind the blade in the event of a kick back.

PLANER SAFETY:

1. Boards to be planed need to be Jointed one a Face and one Edge prior to being planed.

2. Set the thickness gauge on the planer to the Thickness of the stock to planed.

3. The depth of the Cut should never be adjusted while the board is being surfaced. True

4. The safest place to stand while your wood is being surfaced is to one side, to avoid kick backs.

5. Be sure to turn on the Vacuum during the surfacing, to remove debris that would fall back on to the wood.

6. Board the will be surfaced on the planer should be at least 15 inched long to be sure they will go through properly.

7. Do not remove more than a 1/16th of an inch at a time when surfacing boards on the planer.

8. Never Reach into the planer when it is running, keep your fingers at least 4 inches from the blade.

9. If your board gets stuck in the planer, apply forward pressure on to the stock or use the planer push stick.

10. If your board is really stuck in the planer, turn it off and ask the teacher for assistance.

11. When planning your boards be sure the Jointed Face of the board is facing down to avoid getting it stuck.

JOINTER SAFETY:

1. Be sure that the Guard is in place on the Jointer, except when rabbeting.

2. The Jointer is set to remove a 1/16th of an inch each time you joint your board.

3. A Push Shoe should be used when the stock is below the top of the fence.

4. The proper technique of successfully jointing your boards, is to push down with your left hand as your board

    passes onto the out-feed table and push forward with your right hand.

5. Boards should be at least 12 inches long for safe jointing.

6. The speed the stock is pushed over the cutter head should be slowly, while holding the stock firmly against the

    table and fence.

7. Be especially careful of Loose Clothing, Jewelry and Long hair around the Jointer.

8. Be sure to turn on the woodshops ventilation system to remove the sawdust created by the Jointer and avoid clogging the jointer and creating an overflow on to the shop floor.

9. The purpose of the Jointer is to Level your stock to take out an Unevenness that may be in the board.

10.  If the Jointer motor lugs/slows down when you are machining your board, slow the speed of the jointing operation.

11. Do not Joint any stock that is less than 1/2" inch thick or less than 1 inch wide.

12. Planing your stock is not a substitute for Jointing your stock, the warp will not be removed from the stock.

RADIAL ARM SAW & MITER/CHOP:

1.  Stock should be held firmly against the Fence and Table.

2. Boards shorter than 6 inches should not be cut on the radial arm saw.

3. Keep hands at least 4 inches from the saw blade and clear of the Saw track.

4. Never Cross your hands when making a cut on the radial arm saw.

5. The Radial Arm Saw is used to Crosscut across the grain of the Stock you are cutting.

6. Do not let the Saw Blade touch the stock when turning on the saw, this could cause a dangerous situation.

7.  Before cutting stock, be sure to Grasp the saw handle the entire time the saw blade is turning.

8. When cutting stock, feed the blade Slowly and Carefully into the board.

9. When you are finished cutting your stock , be sure to return the saw to the Rear of the arm.

10. Wait until the saw blade has completely Stopped before reaching in to remove any Scrap material.

11 When cutting on the Chop Saw, Lean into the cut as you cut, as the saw track gathers dust and gets sticky. 

12. the Chop is used to make a Finished cuts when machining your work.

13.  Our Radial Arm Saw is used for make only Rough cuts when machining your work
