Use the formula to calculate Board Feet:

     No. Of Pieces   x   Thichness   x   Width  x   Length






144

Example:  a board is 3”  x  6”  x  18”

3” x 6” x 18”  = 324 sq. in.        Divided by 144  =  2.25 board feet

Next Calculate the cost:   Poplar costs  $1.20 a board foot.
