1. Perform the tasks as directed. Do not do anything which is not part of an approved procedure. Follow instructions given by your instructor.

2. Be properly prepared to do the task. Read written procedures in advance and understand what you are going to do. Lack of familiarity wastes your time and is a major cause of injury. Know the hazards before you do the task.
3. Never work without adult supervision.
4. Wear appropriate eyewear. ANSI approved eye protection should be worn at all times.

5. Act in a responsible manner at all times. No horseplay or fooling around should occur in the lab.

6. Wear shoes which cover the entire foot. No sandals. Clothing should not be loose and floppy, especially in the sleeves.
7. Tie back long hair to keep it away from equipment.

8. Drinking pop in the lab is prohibited.

9. Report all accidents, injuries and close calls to your instructor.

10. Clean up all spills immediately. This includes water.+
11. List your allergies on the bottom of this page. Some people have problems with saw dust.
12. Clean your benches, put away all tools, and wash your hands at the end of each work session.
